
Primary PE and Sport Premium Funding – Milborne Port Primary School (2024-2025)
At Milborne Port Primary School, we place huge importance on promoting a healthy lifestyle: this includes during curriculum time, as part of taught lessons in the classroom, as well as PE lessons, extra-curricular sports clubs delivered by external providers, and taking part in a large number of inter school competitions through our SGO and partner schools. Our vision as a school is for all children to enjoy being active, providing them with several opportunities throughout the school day, outside of our two timetabled PE lessons, to play, take part in sports lunch clubs and practice their skills with KS2 Sports Leader-led sessions. This inclusive PE curriculum stimulates and encourages all children to take part in physical activity. 
We build an ethos around physical education that promotes wellbeing and healthier futures for ALL our pupils. Through a range of physical activities, children are developing their motor competence, fundamental movement skills and their understanding of rules, strategies and tactics, and procedural knowledge of all movement. In addition, we encourage children to always come to lessons with a positive attitude to being active while they learn and develop their skills and confidence in sport. This ensures that children make steps from an early age to live healthy, active lives with good physical and mental wellbeing. Our curriculum includes dance, games, gymnastics, swimming and water safety, athletics and outdoor and adventurous activities. Our PE curriculum has a three pronged approach to develop children’s physical, cognitive and social skills while learning the procedures of a number of different and challenging activities and games. In upper KS2, children learn how to develop rules for games and learn the rules of a number of popular sports such as rounders, touch rugby, football and dodgeball in order for our children to develop into well-rounded, fair sportsmen and women.
This academic year, the school has received £17,340 to support and develop the delivery of high-quality PE in school. The pages below detail the breakdown of how we have spent this money, in line with the government guidelines. 











	Key achievements to date:
	Areas for further improvement and baseline evidence of need:

	-New equipment has been purchased for all pupils to use at break and lunch times, to encourage more physical activity.
-All PE curriculum equipment has been audited and items replaced as necessary.
-We have taken part in all of local inter-school events at King Arthur’s school. This included winning the KS2 football competition. 
-Y5/6 were taken off site for their swimming lessons in the autumn term as top up lessons for those that had not reached the national curriculum guidelines, using external coaches to meet the needs of all children’s abilities.
-This year, an additional football club, run by Yeovil Town Community Sports Trust, was added to the sports clubs on offer. This was well attended.
-Year 5 and 6 play leaders have led physical activities at lunchtime, to provide additional opportunities for KS1 children to be physically active. This has also taught the KS2 children how to be active playleader role models. 
-ALL teachers and Tas have received CPD training. 
-Extra lunchtime and after schools clubs to boost confidence and promote sport to the disadvantaged pupils and girls.
-Purchased curriculum planning  and assessment tools to enhance teachers CPD opportunities. 
-Whole trust sporting events – ACE at the Olympics. 
-Holiday clubs promoting sport. 
	-Monitor teaching of PE across the school and establish any further areas for development.
-Explore the use of a single scheme of work to ensure coherence of the teaching and learning of PE across the school. 
-Staff and pupil questionnaires to gauge staff confidence in delivering PE and children’s views as learners.
-Continue to develop clubs and competitive events: start a Milborne Port football team, netball team etc. 
-Develop more opportunities for girls in sport- less girls attend sporting events across the school.

	Children have been given training by the PE coach, a specific set of play leader equipment and resources for games to play. 











Develop children’s confidence, social interactions and teamwork using specialist sports coaches.
To target pupil premium children and girls to give them opportunities to take part in additional PE sessions on top of the curriculum and to target health and fitness and a love of sport. In addition, to develop health and fitness in KS2, particularly for those children who are least active and choose not/ or do not have the funds or support to engage in physical activity outside of school.

	Pupils are actively involved at lunchtime. They are happy when they return to class and the play leaders in upper KS2 are happy with the extra responsibility to run sessions. Boost confidence and behaviour








Stamina and positive attitude towards keeping fit and healthy, teamwork is work in progress but all children are trying hard to participate according to the sports coach summary.  Boost confidence and long term life opportunities. Attitude to physical activity has increased significantly when they take part in lunch time sports clubs with Premier Sports. Female role models as a female is one of the PE coaches. 
	Following initial training, play leaders now take charge of these sessions independently without adult intervention. Next steps: To train lower aged group children to enhance structure across play time and lunch time. PE coach to lead this to the year 6s. PE coach then facilitates the training as the year 6 trains the lower years. This will then become sustainable by the school over time. 

Sustainable - ensure the correct children are targeted for this session by engaging class teachers. Promote and target at office level to ensure the correct children are targeted. Completed at lunch time to ensure that they can take place. Next steps: To encourage more competitive sports and train the children up for a league or events outside of school. E.G./ netball or football league. Set up a league within our Somerset trust hub.

	PE equipment and whole school PE curriculum has been purchased following equipment audit to replace old and depleted stock for dance, gymnastics, general PE and swimming equipment. Raise standards of PE lessons being taught. Children see PE as an important part of their education and standards raise with increased opportunities with different types of equipment and sporting ranges. 


	Audit the whole school PE curriculum, which has been purchased with sports premium funding, to give clarity to the scheme of work and equipment has been appropriately purchased to resource all lessons.

	Equipment used in each lesson is safe, easy to find and good quality. 
Children have a higher overall outlook on PE as the equipment and standards in lessons have been raised. 
Teachers and TAs are clear around how to teach a good or better sequence of PE lessons, with the correct equipment.
	Continue to embed the new PE curriculum across the school ensuring that ALL teachers and TAs are clear on expectations and outcomes. Next steps: Continue to look after and monitor use of equipment and use the PE monitors to periodically tidy the PE cupboard, pump up ball and mark any damaged equipment down. PE leads also

	Staff are more confident in teaching PE, using the scheme of work to support and enhance their subject knowledge. A clear sequence is taught across the school with skills being embedded and then enhanced over time. Lessons are paced well and all children make progress in PE. 

	Good sustainability using the Premier Sport PE scheme to ensure coherence of the PE curriculum across the school, whether lessons are delivered by teachers or supported by other professionals.
Next steps: Children who have been identified on the assessment tools as less able are to be targeted for additional sports clubs, lessons etc. to ensure that ALL children progress across the school.

	The national curriculum mandates that primary schools provide swimming instruction, typically in Key Stage 1 or 2, requiring pupils to swim competently, confidently, and proficiently over a distance of at least 25 meter. Those in year 5 and 6 who have not met this standard can secure additional “top up” swimming sessions. To increase and “top up” swimming ability in the year 5 and 6 year groups in order to support a real-life skill. Ensure ALL children can swim well by the end of KS2. This will also include water safety skills, including the ability to float.


	-PE subject lead to assess swimming in year 5 and 6. 
-Additional swimming lessons with a qualified teacher to be completed over a period of time. 
-Reassessment at the end of year 5 and further lessons planned if needed.
